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EEC Information

The Beverly Public Schools has an
education enrichment program that
is located in the Memorial Building
this year. The acronym EEC stands
for Education Enrichment Center.
Students in grades 2,3, and 4 com-
plete writing prompts and creative
problem solving prompts, which are
sent to be screened by a team with
representatives from each elemen-
tary school. Students will complete
the prompts in class during the
month of April. This process is
done anonymously and work sam-
ples are numbered. Student names
and school names are not included
and work samples are reviewed
