e Teachers collaborate to place every student into a club of their choosing before
the start of each session (there will be limited spots in each club — about 15



students in each club, but we will try to place students in one of their top 3
choices)

e Community Volunteers plan and facilitate activities for each Stars Club day
throughout a given session

¢ There will be opportunities for volunteers to serve as program ‘“coordinators” in
lieu of running their own clubs

¢ All community volunteers will participate in a Stars Club orientation
